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Cut out the cootie catcher around outside edge.

With printed side up, fold in half towards two opposite corners, then open up again. Do this in both

directions.

3. Turn paper printed side down. Fold all each corner point to the center of the paper. Use the creases as a
guide to keep your folds straight.

4. Flip your paper over.

5. Again, fold all four corners into the center of the paper.
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Fold any two sides together to make a rectangle.
Slide your thumbs and fingers under the flaps. Enjoy!
